THE PAYDAY LOAN TRAP Forest Area FCU

More Payday Lenders have popped up
all over. Last year more than 19 million
families borrowed more than $50 mil-
lion dollars from these lenders and its
costing many of them much more than
they bargained for. The lure is simple:
it’s a quick loan with no credit check to
hold you over till your next paycheck.
The trap is when you return the next
week and have to extend the loan. The
lender attaches a fee which is around
$15 per $100 borrowed (more if you
borrow online). If you don’t pay it off
the annual interest rate skyrockets and
has been reported to be as high as
500%! That will end up costing much
more in the long run than the you ever
anticipated. If you become a repeat
customer you can become trapped by
the overwhelming interest and fees.
